1. MWG

Bill:  Looking for replacement for Rebecca.  Revised job description has been circulated which dialed back on ‘marketing background’ requirement and focused more on administrative skills.  Working on pushing user portal into the website, independent of the (now tabled) website update activity.  Want to make sure we don’t lose the good work done by Florent Parent on this.  A wider audience to review the new user portal is desirable; Bill will attempt to convene that audience next week. Neither Rupert nor Paul will be available next week.  

Nothing specific in the works for SC-14 (tutorial submission, panel submission were both declined).  Now attempting to engage with members who will have a floor presence.

2. EWG

Rupert/Woody: Released 3.12 GA in May.  Now focusing on point updates, largely to support RHEL 7.  Large group of changes related to NFS/RDMA.  Pointing at end of Sept for 3.12-1 GA.  Next target is OFED 3.17 (uses 3.17 kernel), probably concurrent with the end of 3.12-1 GA.  Probably end of year for 3.17 release.  

Woody: 3.12-1 will include Intel Xeon Phi support to allow access to shared HCA resources; being added as an experimental feature that can be enabled during build.

Paul: re, TAC.  The TAC is taking on three topics: Heavyweight verbs, Cloud infrastructure, and Solid State memory.  Its model is to incubate an activity and then find a place to which to spin it off, with the Heavyweight verbs topic closest to being ready to spin off.  The EWG is a possibility as an owner.  Currently EWG is not well constituted for the architectural discussions required to address heavyweight verbs and there may be contention for the architectural resources needed (may be consumed w/ e.g. OFI WG).  
AR Paul – circulate the list of heavyweight verbs issues under consideration by the TAC.

Sean – is ‘extended verbs’ a separate effort from the OFI WG, or is related in some way to OFI?.  Mellanox is planning to discuss this next week at its f-2-f.

3. IWG

Rupert – four interop events per year consisting of interop debug events and logo GA events to create logo list.  Results from most recently tested version (OFED 3.12) have been published on the UHN IOL website.  Next event is 10/27 (debug event), not sure if it will be OFED 3.12-1, or OFED 3.17.
4. OFI WG

Sean – f-2-f planned next week (Tues/Weds) in Hillsboro.  25-30 people expected to attend.  Objective is to get to the next level of implementation detail; are we on the right track, with the right architecture?  Objective is to get application developers to engage with the interfaces in more detail.

Bill – has the OFI WG discussed release mechanisms?  E.g., we have the EWG, and the IWG is experimenting with new ground.

Rupert – is OFI seen as a subset of OFED, or an entirely separate release?

Sean – sees this as packages distributed as part of OFED.  Redhat participates in the OFI WG.

Woody – OFI WG should keep in mind the packaging considerations when discussing the release timeline for libfabrics.
