· The OFA has “pedestrian requirements” for business services, which were completely met by the three candidate firms we engaged
· There was some concern expressed regarding how the LF could offer service costs significantly below the other two competing firms. In discussion we noted the two other firms provide services on a for profit basis, whereas the objective of the LF is cost-recovery. We also noted the LF maintains open source projects, so this is not new territory.
· Christoph noted there is the potential to have more than this narrow business services arrangement in working with different programs related to the LF and Linux the RDMA stack

· Importantly, the proposal for providing business services is independent and not conditional on any such broader areas of engagement
· PaulG, Cray, moved to accept the proposal from the LF, which was seconded by Christoph of Jump Trading. The vote was unanimous
· Working group reports:

1. XWG
· Activities of the XWG are routinely reported. Of the 9 or so projects being managed by the XWG, several are coming to a conclusion, including the project discussed today, to select a firm to provide business services
2. MWG
· Planning for the Workshop is the primary area of activity, including setting up the Technical Program Committee. A call for sessions has been submitted and BillL asked Board members for help getting the word out. The expectation is for the agenda to be ready by the end of February
· Word will be pushed out via individual channels, expect to do a mass mail to past participants, etc. The OFA web site is up

· Technical Program Committee: Steve Poole is chair, which gives us the benefit of his many contacts including the user community and access to the DoD, user community. Other participants include PaulG, Parks, and Susan. PaulG asked for help in inviting participation specifically from the commercial enterprise area, such as financial services, storage and oil and gas.

· PaulG reminded us of the benefits of this first-ever approach, including being able to:

· Cast a broader net for sessions, and present a more professional face to the WS generally
· Serve as a precursor for advertising for the WS
3. EWG
· Release 3.15-1 is in process, plan for 3.18-2 next, back port RH and SLES versions.

· Lots happening in upstream development regarding RoCE V2, OmniPath and so on. Next major target appears to be 4.5 the kernel

· Regarding OFI work, saw interest in SC15 at BoF in libfabric. The lab was presented but not well attended, suggests people may not be ready to use immediately
