Treasurers Report / 2019 draft budget

The key development reflected in our financial reports is the impact of the
payment of $90,000 to UNH-IOL for testing services. In general, this exacerbates
our general pattern of income from dues and test participation fees early in the
year (also half-year, in the case of interop/logo testing), and expenses flowing out
thereafter.

We are in a net recovery position for testing fees, and expect to be so again 2H18
when we go through this process again.

Under GAAP accrual accounting we had a net loss of $76,119, the second of the
year and by far the larger. This resulted in a decrease in equity to $316,858 on the
balance sheet. The report also shows $414,971 in cash, a decrease of $113,447 or
21.5%.

Our budget report shows a reduced surplus of $300,628. Recall this has to be put
in the context of the "operating reserve" we agreed to earlier of $140,000 and a
Workshop reserve of $20,000.

Understand nothing in this report is a surprise; it is exactly the pattern we know to
expect.
