6. Working Group Reports
6.1. EWG

· EWG – Working group was asked about the need for OFED outside of IWG/logo programs and the consensus was a definite yes. The vendors need the very latest upstream bits, backported for their customers. The distro releases don’t include latest upstream components, tend to be several releases back from latest kernel.org. EWG is moving to kernel.org 5.3 RC3 for next OFED release, trending to Q4 release. Huawei RoCE drivers will be added to this new release.

6.2. OFIWG

· OFIWG – Release 1.8.0 in June, now pointing toward next major release (1.9) end of year 2019.  Main features intended for that release include support for Collectives, support for Traffic Classification.  Very soon, OFIWG is expected to take up discussion of Remote Persistent Memory.  The first task is to review, and contribute to, a new document to be created describing key use cases for RPM.
