Key object is a ‘fabric socket’, but want to change the name to avoid the baggage of the word ‘socket’.  A socket is an abstracted idea.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fabric Communication Interfaces.  Libibverbs is not usable by itself, always requires something like e.g. rdmacm.  A ‘socket’ can be thought of as all the pieces wrapped together. A ‘socket’ allows an application to select the socket ‘type’ and the socket ‘protocol’, where protocol is e.g. msg transfer, RDMA, atomics, etc.  We will need a new name for this thing, but may not have a new one today.
