· Next steps:
· Gen-Z wants to be as open source as possible.  OFA is uniquely capable of handling an open source conversation.
· Gen-Z looks at Redfish as providing a good ‘generic northbound interface’
· 01/14/2020 continuation
· Jeff skipped through the slides again to bring us all back up to speed.
· Gen-Z would like a fabric manager, who’s interface is Redfish – an open framework manager
· Redfish/DMTF would also like to see an openframework manager
· Neither Gen-Z nor DMTF have the resource or personnel or structure to support this kind of development.
· There seems to be strong interest, but as expected no one on this call has the resources for this.  Nevertheless…
· Concerns expressed about the possibility of developing a ‘one fabric’ solution.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Think of Gen-Z as the stalking horse to be used to develop a generic management solution. 
· Agreed that the strongest toehold to begin a more detailed discussion should be via Gen-Z
· Russ (HPE) agreed to begin a discussion of Gen-Z’s fabric management requirements at the next meeting.
